Three Strike Policy

MARC is a community club run by a committee of volunteers. The committee donate their time and effort to arrange activities for the club. They cannot do it all on their own. If you want to enjoy the benefits of being a member of the club you are to contribute to the club. This expectation is applied to all members regardless if you are an associate that does not come to rallies or if you are a full member.  

The following outlines the expectations of a member of MARC:

· If you are attending a rally you will arrive in time to help set up at 9:00am and you will stay to help pack up.

· If you are only coming to one lesson, you will stay to either set up or pack up, regardless of your lesson time. 

· You will volunteer on competitions days organised by MARC.

· You will indicate your intention to attend a rally two weeks in advance. 

· You will advise the committee if you are not able to attend due to unforseen circumstances. 

If you are not seen to be adhering to the expectations listed above, a committee member will advise you verbally followed by an email that you have been allocated a strike. On the third strike received, the individual will be advised via email that they forfeit an attendance at a rally. 

This policy will come into effect on 01 Nov 2010. Your strikes will be accumulated over the HRCAV calendar year and will be wiped clean at the beginning of the year. 

These expectations are not onerous, but are rather simple common courtesy. Don’t be lazy, be considerate. Thank you in advance for your compliance.  
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
